Community Events

Under the general supervision of the Director, Communications/Community Events, responsible for assisting with the organization, planning and execution of community and outreach events; and co-sponsorships with community organizations.  Must be detailed oriented with excellent communication skills (Hospitality Majors).
Fundraising
